Also, it is a good idea to send a plastic grocery bag every day for the 
materials your child will be bringing home. 
 
Stupendous Scientists Supply List:  
1.  1 16.9 oz. empty plastic drinking bottle, any brand  
2.  1 adult man’s dress sock, any color; Old ones are great to use.    
3.  2 small rocks that your child finds at home or in the park   
4.  1 hard-boiled egg with shell on, in a Ziploc baggie  
5.  2 6-ounce yogurt cups, clean and empty, any brand  
6.  1 toy car with wheels that roll smoothly; can be a Hot Wheels car or a toy 
car from the Dollar Store – just make sure it rolls easily.  Please label with 
child’s name.  
7. A drink every day (juice or water bottle); Please label with your child’s 
name.  
8. Please send a medium bag of goldfish, Teddy Grahams, Ritz crackers, 
Graham crackers, or other snack (nothing with peanut butter) with your child 
to share with the class for snack time this week. 
9. Optional:  1 film canister with lid, preferably the clear type; We have film 
canisters but would appreciate any that you could donate to camp.  
10.  Optional:  Your child may bring small animals like baby turtles, frogs, 
snails, toads, tadpoles, rodents, doodlebugs, earthworms, safe insects, pet 
snakes, lizards, etc. for show and tell---no dogs or cats!  Please ask their 
teacher first at camp or e-mail Science Camp for permission if you are in
